[bookmark: _GoBack]Video 1. A 53-year old woman affected by moderate hypotrophy of labia majora. The patient underwent 19 mg/ml hyaluronic acid infiltration during labia minora reduction surgery (not included in the present study). The filler is injected with a 30-gauge needle in a fan-shaped fashion, oriented along the longitudinal axis of the labia majora. Once the infiltration is complete, the operator can evenly distribute the filler with a mild massage. The result at 3 weeks is displayed.

Video 2. A 46-year-old woman affected by severe hypotrophy of labia majora. The patient underwent 21 mg/ml hyaluronic acid infiltration during labia minora reduction surgery (not included in the present study). An 18-gauge cannula is employed for infiltration. Approximately one-third of the hyaluronic acid filler is injected in the subcutaneous area, while the remaining third is injected between the lip dartos (layer composed of smooth muscle cells immediately beneath the skin) and the fibrous tunic in a fan-shaped fashion. The infiltration should be oriented along the longitudinal axis of the labia majora. The result at 12 months is displayed.
