This table illustrates how data from a hypothetical subject for six possible pairings for a bitter stimulus-sucrose combination are ranked for statistical analysis, based on the number of times each stimulus was chosen.  In this example, the bitter compound when offered alone is chosen most often when paired with other stimuli and is given the rank of 4.  Friedman analyses of ranks were then conducted on ranking data for each bitter, sucrose, and each age group (children, adults) separately.
