Supplementary Figure 1: Fitted models of structural development across adolescence for the right hemisphere only. The best fitted models for all participants are shown for each region of interest measured on the right hemisphere only. Models are fitted to the middle 80% of the sample (ages 9-22 for mBA10, TPJ and pSTS; ages 11-24 for ATC). The lighter lines show the fitted models applied to females only, and the darker lines show the fitted models applied to males only. Solid lines indicate the fitted model was significant p<.05, whereas dashed lines indicate the fitted model was not significant (p≥.05).
