S6: Further details on the meta-regressions analyses on richness of memory detail and conscious recollection
Richness of memory detail
Secondary analyses showed that factors relating to the task did not significantly influence effect size. The meta-regression showed the number of memories recalled had no significant influence (F(1,7) = 0.77, p = .41). Eight studies used an oral procedure and one a written procedure, but this did not influence effect size (χ2 = 1.35, p = .25). There were no significant differences in effect size between the 7 studies that used AM questionnaires and the 2 remaining studies that used another method (free recall and cueing method) (χ2 = 0.09, p = .77).
Conscious recollection

Meta-regressions showed that the number of memories recalled did not influence effect size (F(1,7) = 1.22, p = .31). The influence of the method on effect size was not assessed here due to the many different methods used (2 studies used a diary method, 3 a cueing procedure, 2 AM questionnaires, 1 a collection of self-defining memories, and 1 a free recall task). 

Methods for measuring conscious recollection (whole memory (R) vs. memory content (Rcont.)) did not significantly influence effect sizes (χ2 = 1.07, p = .30).
