Supplementary Annex

Guidelines for categorising disease-related projects

1. If the direct outputs of the project are not expected to be about any specific disease or diseases, classify as no-disease and code as 1, otherwise as 0.

2. If the direct outputs of the project are expected to be about one or more diseases, classify the project as disease-oriented.

3. Within disease-oriented projects, also categorise which specific diseases. For example, if it is about Zika, code as 1 for Zika, otherwise as zero. If the project is oriented to more than one disease, code as 1, otherwise as 0, for each of the other diseases.

4. If, after the previous step, the direct outputs of the project are oriented to 7 or more individual diseases, reclassify the project as no longer being disease-oriented and instead as wide-ranging (see below).

5. If the direct outputs of the project are expected to be about a wide range of diseases, classify the project as wide-ranging.

6. Within wide-ranging projects, also categorise the project into narrowest possible sub-category of disease range. For example, if all the listed diseases fall inside Flaviviridae, code as a 1 for Flaviviridae, otherwise as zero.

7. Note that mere mention or ‘name-checking’ of a disease does not necessarily warrant categorisation by that disease. The context in which the disease is invoked should indicate that the direct outputs of the project are expected to substantially relate to that disease before it is considered for categorisation.
